1.   Call to Order Chair Scheibe called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
2. Minutes   Kluever made a motion to approve the December 16, 2008 minutes. Ridenour seconded the motion. 
Vote: 6-0 All ayes.
3.   Public Hearing-Preliminary Plat- Leaf Lake Estates, Section 10, Buffalo Township
Huey showed the air photo of the property and explained location of proposed site. Huey showed the proposed plat of the property and the original plat of Leaf Lake Estates. Huey showed site photos of the property and explained access.  The existing accessory buildings, said Huey, will be removed as an accessory building is not allowed without a principal structure.  Huey went over the time frame for removal of the accessory buildings or a surety posted for demolition.  Huey talked about the restrictive covenants that exist in Leaf Lake Estates and a condition recommended by staff includes equitable participation of these properties in those private covenants.
Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to respond.  Gary Ramm addressed the commission with his reasons for selling the property.  Kevin Harms addressed the commission with his plans to eventually build two houses on the property.  Harms also explained that he only received from the attorney his proposed covenants for the property but believes an agreement can be worked out with the homeowners association regarding these covenants.
Scheibe asked if anyone from the public had any comments. Tim Hansen, 9819 123rd Street addressed the commission and said while the neighbors are not opposed to this proposed subdivision that want these lots to be included in the original Leaf Lake Estates covenant.  Hansen said part of the existing covenant states no lot shall be smaller than an average of the existing 22 lots which would be .85 of an acre, not .69 of an acre as shown on the proposed plat.  Hansen said the neighbors also want the architectural committee to be able to have say in what is built on these proposed lots.  Dave Finch, 9801 123rd Street said the proposed covenants have only been received and they have had no time to review them.  Dave Gold, 9937 123rd Street said Harms has said something about outbuildings which are not allowed in the covenant.  Leaf Lake Estates existing covenants, said Gold, are very restrictive and they want some insurance that these lots will be developed in the same manner and character of the existing subdivision.  
Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends approval of the Preliminary Plat of Leaf Lake Estates 2nd Addition with the conditions that: 1). The City of Buffalo also review and approve the Preliminary and Final Plat prior to Final Plat approval by the Board of Supervisors; 2). The private covenants include provisions for equitable participation of these properties in the road and common open space maintenance of Leaf Lake Estates; 3). The County Engineer review and approve all drainage, erosion control and street construction plans prior to construction; 4). The subdivision infrastructure improvements be completed or a surety bond posted prior to Final Plat approval; 5). The accessory building on proposed Lot 2 and 3 be removed prior to Final Plat approval.
Commission discussion and questions took place regarding front yard setbacks, moving the existing lot lines between lots 2 and 3 to allow Lot 3 to be the minimum lots size of .85 of an acre.

After deliberation, Paustian made a motion to approve the Preliminary Plat of Leaf Lake Estates 2nd Addition with the five conditions outlined by staff and adding the conditions that : 6).The size of Lot 3 meets the Leaf Lake Estates minimum lot size of .85 of an acre and that all three lots abide by the Declaration of Protective Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions set forth in Leaf Lake Estates recorded covenants; 7). Property owners within 500 feet be notified when the Final Plat comes before the Planning Commission.  Ion seconded the motion.
