1.   Call to Order Chair Scheibe called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 
2. Minutes   Ridenour made a motion to approve the minutes from August 18, 2009 meeting. Kluever seconded the motion.
Vote: 7-0 All ayes.

Public Hearing- Rezoning-Carol Klemme, Lawrence and Connie Youngers, Section 27, Butler Township.
Huey showed the air photos of the property, explaining the location of the existing homes.  Site photos and the zoning map were shown with Huey explaining the various zoning districts and their allowed uses.  Huey explained and showed the Future Land Use Map pointing out the uniqueness of this property.  Huey went over the criteria for rezoning; Is the development in compliance with the adopted Future Land Use Map; Is the development on marginal or poor agricultural land;  Does the proposed development have access to adequately constructed paved roads; Does the proposed development have access to adequately constructed paved roads; Does the proposed development have adequate provision for public or private sewer and water services; Is the area near existing employment centers, commercial areas and does not encourage urban sprawl; Is the proposed development located where it is least disruptive to existing agricultural activities; Does the area have stable environmental resources; Is the proposed development sufficiently buffered from other less intensive land uses and Is there a recognized need for such development.  
Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to speak.  Carol Klemme introduced her children and said the rezoning request is to allow each of her children to build a home on the property.  Klemme said there are no plans in the near or far future for a subdivision. Klemme pointed out the proposed location for an additional two homes and her desire to take as little as possible of the property out of production.

Scheibe asked if anyone from the public would like to address the commission.  Glen Smith, 27711 220th Avenue, addressed the commission with his concerns to rezone all 80 acres, and would like to see only a small portion rezoned for Mrs. Klemme’s children. Mrs. Huffman, 27265 210th Ave., said she is against the request because once it goes to residential it never goes back to agricultural. Rick Blake said the road is bad and could not handle the traffic that would be generated by a subdivision.  Jim Coffman, 27875 220th Ave., said the road is very dangerous with no shoulders and if approved would like to see some condition placed that any developer would have to fix the road when the property was developed.  Coffman said he has no concerns with only two more houses being built so why not only rezone enough land to allow those two houses. Brendia Kempf, 20437 290th Street said there is constantly farm equipment and bicycles using Utica Ridge Road and are not visible until you come over the hill, so with no shoulders it is a very dangerous road.  Gerald VanLoon, 21770 274th Street said he agrees with everything said so why not just rezone enough land to allow the children of Mrs. Klemme live there.  Steven Knorrek, 27159 216th Ave., said he is concerned with the safety on the road should an additional 80 house be built.  Larry Brewer, 27272 216th Ave., said he did not have much more to add but purchased his property because it was in the country and does not want the view to be houses.  Jon Gries addressed 
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the commission and asked the commission to only allow the rezoning of enough land to for two more houses.

Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the rezoning of this property from Agricultural General (A-G) to Single Family Residential (R-1) be approved based on it compliance with a preponderance of the criteria of the Revised Land Use Policies.

Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to respond.  Klemme said her grandfather bought the land in 1920 and she and her family moved there in 1972, she has no desire said Klemme to allow a subdivision to be placed on the property.  Klemme said when Indian Hills, Squire Meadows and Lake Huntington were built her husband would look out across the land and say I didn’t want to look at house from my land.  Her children feel the same way as she does said Klemme.

Commission discussion took place as to the amount of land that would be needed to allow the construction of two single family homes.

Paustian made a motion to table this request for two weeks to allow the applicant to reconfigure the rezoning request to rezone approximately 8 to 10 acres and a drawing showing the proposed lot lines where the two homes would be placed on the property. Lloyd seconded the motion.

Huey told the public that another notice would not be sent out but the hearing would be October 20, 2009 at 7:30 P.M. in the same location.

Sketch Plan/Final Plat-Gary Lee, Section 17, LeClaire Township


Huey showed air photos of the property and gave the history the existing homes.  Huey showed the zoning map and said this request is to divide the remaining property into two lots.  Huey showed the proposed plat of the property.  Site photos were shown.
Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to respond.  Shirley Lee addressed the commission and said they wished to do this to keep all the property under their ownership and sometime in the future build their retirement home.
Scheibe asked if anyone from the public had any comments. Steve Lynn addressed the commission and said he currently has a house under construction on the four acres.  He bought the property said Lynn with the insurance from the Lee that only one more house would be built on the property.
Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the Final Plat of Gary Lee Subdivision be approved.

Ridenour made a motion approve the Sketch Plan/Final Plat of the Gary Lee Subdivision. Kluever seconded the motion.
