1.   Call to Order Chair Kluever called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 
2. Minutes   Paustian made a motion to approve the January 19, 2010 minutes. Scheibe seconded the motion.

3.  Site Plan Review- Gary Hodge Construction, Blue Grass Township, Section 36
Huey said this request is to allow the construction of six (6) mini warehouse/storage units. Huey went over the history of the site with the original site plan in November of 2007. The conditions of the original site plan said Huey included paving of parking and circulation areas within one paving season of the issuance of a building permit, which to date has not been done.  Huey said staff would recommend that no building permit for any new buildings be issued until the paving has been completed for the first phase.  
Kluever asked if the applicant would like to speak.  Tony Hodge addressed the Commission and said the paving has not been completed due to the grading that will need to be done for the next phase and he would provide a letter of credit as financial surety for the paving and would expect everything to be complete within one to one and one half years.
Kluever asked if anyone from the public would like to speak.  Audrey Claussen addressed the Commission and said while the site is well maintained the lighting is problematic coming into her bedroom at night. She asked if it could be directed downward.
Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the site plan for the mini warehouse/storage units be approved with the following conditions:  1). No building permits be issued for the proposed buildings until the parking and circulation areas for the existing buildings meet the Scott County Engineer’s requirements for hard surfacing; and adding that financial surety in the amount of $75,000 be posted; 2). The parking and circulation areas shown for the proposed buildings on the approved site plan meet the Scott County’s Engineer’s requirements for hard surfacing within one paving season of the issuance of a building permit; 3). The building meet all building code requirements; and adding 4). The security lighting be shielded to minimize the impact on the residential area.
Commission discussion took place on the previously approved site plan and the paving requirements and financial surety.  Considerable discussion took place on the time frame of construction and the required paving.
