1.   Call to Order Chair Kluever called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 
2. Minutes    Scheibe made a motion to approve the August 3, 2010 minutes with the correction that Scheibe was absent and Lloyd was present.
Vote: 6-0 All Ayes.
3.  Sketch Plan/Final Plat- Voss 2nd Addition, Section 22, LeClaire Township
Kluever asked for staff’s review. Huey showed air photo of property and pointed out access and acreage of the property.  The property is zoned both Agricultural General and Single Family Residential said Huey.  Huey explained that 277th Avenue has been hard surfaced  a requirement that the Planning Commission stated would be necessary prior to any subdivision taking place along 277th Avenue, however, this request is not for further development but rather to equitably dispose of the Lawrence Voss estate. Huey showed site photos of the property and said neither the County Engineer nor the Health Department had any comments on this request.
Kluever asked if the applicant would like to speak.  No one spoke. .Kluever asked if anyone from the public would like to speak, no one spoke.

Kluever asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the Final Plat of Voss 2nd Addition be approved with the condition that a note be placed on the plat that states that under existing A-G zoning no non Ag related development of Lots 1 and 2 would be permitted.
Lloyd made a motion to approve the request with staff’s recommendation.  Scheibe seconded the motion.

4. Site Plan Review- Kevin Beirne, Section 25, Sheridan Township

Huey showed air photo of the property pointing out the proposed location of the proposed construction.  The addition, said would be used for a Fire and Water restoration business and the existing structure for office space.  Huey showed site photos of the property.  Neither the County Engineer nor Health Department had any comments said Huey.  Adjacent property owners were notified of this request said Huey and staff received no questions or comments.
Kluever asked if the applicant would like to speak.  Beirne said he had nothing to add.  Kluever asked if anyone in the public had any comments, no one spoke.
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Kluever asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the site plan review to allow the re-occupancy of the office building and construction of  a 60-foot x 80-foot addition for a fire and water restoration business be approved with the condition that all building, fire and accessibility codes be continually met.

Paustian made a motion to approve the request with staff’s recommendation.  Mehrens seconded the motion.

5. Work Session of Off Street Parking Regulations

The Planning Commission discussed possible recommendations to amend the current Vehicular Parking and Loading Provisions of the Zoning Ordinance.  The planning Commission directed staff to review minimum parking requirements and base requirements on type of use and size of building rather than number of seats, employees and etc.; clarify what constitutes parking and circulation areas that are required to be paved and what constitutes “storage” areas and can be graveled; review paving requirements to more clearly establish construction standards but to also encourage pervious parking surfaces; establish requirements to post performance bond for parking improvements before certificate of occupancy is issued; and allow exceptions to the parking requirements to be reviewed as a Special Use Permit rather than as a variance.  The Planning Commission designated October 19, 2010 as another Work Session to further discuss and evaluate these recommendations.

With no new business to come before the Commission the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
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
