1.   Call to Order Chair Kluever called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 
2. Minutes    Ion made a motion to approve the September 21, 2010 minutes.
Scheibe seconded. Vote: 6-0 All Ayes.
3.  Hazard Mitigation Plan – Laura Berkley, Bi State Regional Commission
Berkley explained the Hazard Mitigation grant used for the preparation of a Hazard Mitigation Plan.  The Plan is a prerequisite to receiving any future funding for flood relief or buyouts or any other hazard, said Berkley.  Berkley outlined the timeframe and various steps to be taken before the Plan is approved by the Board of Supervisors.
4. Smart Planning Principles- Timothy Huey
Huey explained the thirteen (13) basic elements and ten (10) Smart Planning Principles in preparation of those plans in order to qualify for State funding in various areas.  The Planning and Zoning Commission said Huey will hold a public hearing after several work sessions prior to making a recommendation to the Board of Supervisors.
Dee Bruemmer, County Administrator said she had just returned from a Smart Planning task force meeting in Coralville. Bruemmer said recommendation to be considered by Iowa Legislature are: 1)Establish a framework to coordinate planning geographic information and data systems and state level investment (OPGIS); 2) Establish the GIS and data systems and Planning Coordination Councils and the Office of Planning and Geographic Information Systems; 3) Integrate the Smart Planning Principles into the State’s Enterprise Strategic Planning Process; 4) Iowa Councils of Government (COG) should serve as the geographic entities for regional smart plans; 5)A Planning Advisory Committee (PAC) for each region should be established by the COGs for local smart plan review; 6) A COG or COGs should be established in central Iowa for the seven counties not currently served by an existing COG by June 30, 2015; 7) Identify “State of Iowa smart planning goals and benchmarks” as statewide goals for the OPGIS; 8) Require completions of regional comprehensive smart plans within 5 years after legislation is enacted; 9) Create financial incentives and offer technical assistance to incent smart planning at both the regional and local levels; 10) Create a sustainable funding source for regional smart planning conducted by the COGs; 11) Create a sustainable funding source for a smart planning grant program at the state level for local smart plan development and implementation; 12) Expand the menu of financing options available to local governments to develop and implement smart plans; 13) Provide training and technical assistance to state agencies to facilitate integration of the Smart Planning Principles into state investment decision making process, particularly grant programs; 14)State agencies should set a threshold of or give additional consideration for having a qualified smart plan to receive state funding for infrastructure and public facilities projects that affect land use, transportation, storm water management and floodplain protection where appropriate; 15)  Create Smart planning education programs for local government staff, officials and the public; 16) Develop a smart planning toolbox to be housed at OPGIS that will serve as a one stop shop for smart planning information and resources; and 17) Develop an accessible statewide GIS and data management system.  Bruemmer said to imagine accomplishing these recommendation within five (5) years is mind boggling.
Gallin thanked the Planning Commission for their time and service and said she and the Board look forward to a continued good relationship.
