1. Call to order. Chairman Dittmer called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

Huey showed the air photos of the property and explained that the property had small lot status which changed the front yard setback from 50-feet to 25-feet and the side yard setback from 10-feet to 5-feet.  Huey showed site photos of the property and the site plan submitted by the applicant pointing out where the proposed addition would be in relation to the roadway.
