1. Call to order. Chairman Scheibe called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. 
2.   Minutes – Jenkins made a motion to approve the April 28, 2010 minutes. Hittle seconded the motion.  All Ayes (3-0) 
3.  Public Hearing-Variance- Ricardo Ortega, Section 18, Pleasant Valley Township
Scheibe read the public notice and asked for staff’s review. Huey showed air photos of the property pointing out property lines.  Huey explained small lot status, floodplain development and the non conforming front yard setback.  Huey said the existing front yard setback is already closer to the road easement that either of the homes to the north or south.  Huey explained the proposed construction as well and the construction currently underway.  Site photos were shown.  Huey said staff has received several calls with questions and concerns with the request.
Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to speak.  Mr. Ortega addressed the board explaining his need for the addition, the length of time of construction and the hardship created by his well.  No one from the public was present to speak on behalf of this request.
Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends that the variance to allow the proposed 18 foot x 24 foot addition to encroach into the existing non conforming front yard setback be denied due to the lack of hardship or special circumstance.
Board discussion took place on the other areas of the property where construction could take place without the granting of a variance, location of previously existing garage and distance from the proposed addition to the deck.
Jenkins made a motion to deny the variance to allow an 18-foot x 24-foot addition due to the lack of hardship or special circumstance, and would appear to be merely for the convenience of the applicant.  Hittle seconded the motion.

4.   Public Hearing-Variance- Tim Raleigh, Section 36, Winfield Township
Scheibe read the public notice and asked for staff’s review.  Huey showed air photos and explained the location of the property lines.  Huey showed the submitted site plan and explained the allowed location of an accessory building in the front yard setback. Site photos were shown, pointing out the proposed location of the accessory building.
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Scheibe asked if the applicant would like to speak.  Raleigh addressed the Board explaining the necessity for the variance due to the slope of the property and the location of the septic field and electrical service. Raleigh submitted a petition to the board from all the neighbors in support of the request. Raleigh said he had talked to the IDOT regarding their setback requirements.  Raleigh said the most he could move the garage back would be twenty eight (28) feet from the road easement.
Scheibe asked if anyone from the public wished to speak.  Kirby White, 26735 172nd Avenue, addressed the board in support of the request.

Board discussion took place regarding other acceptable locations, drainage, view obstruction, and electrical service location.

Scheibe asked for staff’s recommendation.  Huey said staff recommends the variance to allow a detached garage to be built with a twenty three foot front yard setback be denied based on the self created hardship and would merely be for the convenience of the applicant.                                                                                                                                                                                    
 Board discussion took place. Questions were asked about IDOT requirements versus county zoning, degrees of slope and location of electrical service.
Scheibe made a motion to grant a twenty eight (28) foot front yard setback in lieu of the fifty (50) foot required due to the hardship created by the slope of the property and the location of the electrical service.  Hittle seconded the motion.
